The raw materials used in smartphones come from all over
the globe. But the hundreds of components that make up the
phones are mostly manufactured in Asia where the finished
products are also mostly assembled.

WHERE THE IPHONES
ARE ASSEMBLED

The components for iPhones manufactured all around the world are
ultimately sent to just two companies which assemble iPods, iPhones
and iPads: Foxconn and Pegatron, both Taiwanese companies with
assembly lines in mainland China. About half of all iPhones are
assembled in a huge manufacturing facility in the central Chinese city
of Zhengzhou.
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
